APPLICATION FOR A MEDICAL TREATMENT VISA 
A foreigner, who intends to receive medical treatment in the Republic of South Africa for a period exceeding three (3) months, may be issued with a medical treatment visa. The following documentation must be submitted in respect of each person applying for a medical treatment visa:

· One fully completed application form (see Form BI-1738), must be completed in English and in black ink only.

· Two coloured recent passport type photographs with white background (3.5x4.5 cm in size) 

· Original machine readable passport 

· Validity of no less than thirty (30) days after the foreigner’s intended departure from the Republic of South Africa.
· Passports must have at least two (2) blank pages for endorsements.
· Non-machine readable/handwritten passports are not accepted/recognised.
· Passport photocopies 

· Of the passport page with the applicant’s personal data/photograph.
· Of all previous visas for the Republic of South Africa in the passport.
· A letter from the applicant’s medical practitioner or medical institution indicating the reasons for and the period and details of the treatment in the Republic of South Africa confirming:
(i)   the space is available at the medical institution

(ii)   the estimated cost of the treatment;

(iii)   whether or not the disease or ailment is treatable or curable;

(iv)   the treatment schedule; and

(v)   the period of intended treatment in the Republic     
· The details of, and confirmation by, the person or institution responsible for the medical expenses and hospital fees: provided that in a case where the applicant’s medical scheme or employer is not liable for expenses incurred, proof of financial means or medical cover shall be submitted;
· Particulars of the persons accompanying the applicant;
· Valid return air flight tickets, where applicable; 
· Proof of sufficient financial means, which shall be in the form of:
a) original bank statements with bank stamps which shall reflect all transactions from the last 3 months;

b) undertaking supported by original three months bank statement, by a South African citizen of permanent resident that he or she will be hosting the applicant and accepting responsibility for the costs related to the maintenance and removal of the applicant from the Republic of South Africa – the undertaking  shall be in the form of a signed and dated letter and accompanied by a certified copy of the host’s South African identity document;
· In the case of a learner under the age of 18, the following documentation shall be submitted (Both the copy of original certificate and translation must be certified at the Public Notary:

a) an unabridged birth certificate;
b)  a certified copy of the South African identity document or foreign passport with a valid temporary residence visa of the learner's guardian in the Republic of South Africa;

c) proof of physical address and contact number of the adult person residing in the Republic of South Africa, who is acting or has accepted to act as such learner’s guardian, including a confirmatory letter (signed and dated) from that guardian; and

d) proof of consent for the intended stay from both parents or, where applicable, from the parent or legal guardian who has been issued with a court order granting full or specific parental responsibilities and rights or legal guardianship of the learner.
· In respect of the applicant’s marital status or spousal relationship, the following documentation shall be submitted (Both the copy of original certificate and translation into English must be certified at the Public Notary):

1)  a marriage certificate in the case of a married applicant;

2)  a proof of a permanent homosexual or heterosexual relationship (see  

     Permanent spousal relationship);
3)  a death certificate in the case of a widowed applicant;

4)  a decree of divorce in the case of a divorced applicant; or

5)  proof of legal separation in the case of a separated applicant;
· A medical report (see Form BI-811). The prescribed form BI-811 must be completed in English, signed, stamped and dated by a registered medical practitioner with regard to the applicant's general state of health, detailing any medical condition he or she suffers from. Shall not be older than six months at the time of its submission.

· A yellow fever vaccination certificate, if the applicant travelled or intends travelling from or through a yellow fever endemic area: provided that the certificate shall not be required when the applicant travelled or intends travelling in direct transit through such area;

· Confirmation of the applicant’s valid mobile phone number and email address;
· Non-refundable application fee of 10970 KZT.

· Payment of the above-mentioned application fee should be paid after submitting the application.

Note:
· A medical treatment permit may be issued for a maximum period of six (6) months at a time.
· The holder of a medical treatment permit may not conduct work in the Republic of South Africa.
· Status/progress reports are not provided during the processing period. Furthermore, no ‘express service’ for processing visa applications is available – complete applications are adjudicated on a First-In-First-Out basis.
· Visa applications which are not complete shall not be taken in to be processed. It is therefore the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that his or her visa application is complete as per requirements.
· In the case of inconsistencies and/or incomplete information, our office reserves the right to request the applicant to submit additional documentation to substantiate the visa application.
· A visa issued at a foreign mission of the Republic of South Africa shall be affixed to the passport of the applicant and shall only be valid if an entry stamp has been affixed thereto at the port of entry and the date of such entry stamp shall be the effective date.
· Documentation that accompanies the application shall be original or copies authenticated by the issuing authority of the country of origin and where necessary, translated into English and certified as a correct translation by a Public Notary at the expense of the applicant.

· The complete visa application must be submitted by the applicant in person during consular hours: Mon-Fri; 09:00-12:30, except public holidays.

· The processing period for visas – 15 working days.
As some applicants are coming from outside Astana, you are kindly urged to make sure that you have all the required documents before travelling to Astana.
