PIDA brings together continental infrastructure initiatives and regional master plans into one coherent
infrastructure investment programme with an implementation strategy and portfolio of projects for
prioritised implementation, the PIDA Priority Action Plan (PIDA-PAP). PIDA-PAP covers the four
key infrastructure sectors of transport, energy, ICT and transboundary water resources, and the first
phase comprises more than 400 projects in 51 cross-border programmes for implementation until the
end of 2020.
